The framework, in
accordance with the goals and requirements of the recently passed New York State Green CHIPS legislation,
includes the creation of a historic $500 million investment fund focused on community and workforce
development over the duration of the project. Micron will invest $250 million through this fund, targeting
investments in workforce development, education, community assets and organizations, and affordable
housing. New York state will invest $100 million, and $150 million will come from local, other state and national

The Community Investment Framework supports Micron’s

commitment to building effective and creative workforce development solutions at the scale required to meet growing demand. It is also
validation of CenterState CEO-led regional strategies and initiatives, advanced over the past 15 years, that will now serve as models to be
scaled as Micron works to build the workforce of the future in Central New York. Community tested concepts already underway were key to
Micron’s decision to select Central New York.

For example, Micron will work to ensure socially and economically disadvantaged individuals benefit from this unprecedented
opportunity, with a goal that 30% of Micron’s eligible construction spend and 20% of its ongoing eligible operating spend is awarded to
companies owned by these communities. Priority will be given to New York State Certified Minority/Women Owned Business Enterprises
and Service-Disabled Veteran Owned Businesses. To meet those goals, Micron will encourage construction contractors and subcontractors
to use Syracuse Build as a first source model to identify candidates for hiring from disadvantaged populations. Syracuse Build is a mayoral
initiative dedicated to building a robust construction talent pipeline for major capital projects through programs that connect city residents to
career pathways in construction-related fields. CenterState CEO has helped develop the Syracuse Build initiative and its signature program,
Pathways to Apprenticeship, and serves as an intermediary that brings together resources and partners for the initiative. Additionally,
CenterState CEO is actively working with the City of Syracuse and Onondaga County, with support from JPMorgan Chase Foundation, on
programs like the Surge XBE Exchange, a Syracuse Surge procurement pilot program aimed at empowering diverse entrepreneurs and
company owners to access business opportunities in smart systems, smart cities, high-tech manufacturing and other tech clusters.

Micron also plans to invest in local education programs and empowering under-resourced youth to pursue careers in STEM, building a

more diverse and inclusive technology industry at large. The company will invest $10 million over 10 years in the first collaborative STEAM
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school and other STEM-related K-12 programs in the region. The STEAM school is an inclusive, regional talent development program
integral to educating and building the Central New York workforce. Programs like ERIE 21, led by Le Moyne College in partnership with
CenterState CEO and others, are likewise already in place, working to prepare students for success in STEAM fields and the innovation
economy of the future.

Additionally, Micron will establish an internship program to prepare students for full-time positions as engineers, scientists and other
critical roles in the semiconductor industry. Recruitment will focus heavily on veterans and students from traditionally underrepresented
communities. CenterState CEO initiatives like Generation Next Tech and Culture align with this approach, with its focus on supporting
diverse young talent by promoting diversity, inclusion and belonging in tech-related fields.

Micron’s extensive commitments also include several initiatives to “Engaging the Communities Where it Operates.” This includes
investing in venture funding in partnership with the regional tech ecosystem to support and attract new business to Central New York;
supporting early readiness programs and childcare programming, expanding access to high quality early learning for underserved
communities in the region; evaluating opportunities to leverage community and minority financial institutions as it grows in Central
New York; and investing and enriching the community through philanthropy and volunteerism, among others. Read full details of the
framework and is investments.

When complete, the microchip fabs will employ up to 9,000 people at Micron and more than 40,000 indirect jobs among suppliers,
construction firms and other businesses. To put these numbers in context, there are 390,000 people employed in the five-county Central
New York region. An increase of 49,000 new jobs would represent a 12.5% increase in total employment.

Central New York saw thousands of good jobs disappear when major manufacturers in the region closed their doors; in 1994 and 1995,
nearly 4,000 manufacturing jobs were lost in the region. Those lost jobs will effectively be replaced by nearly 3:1 with salaries that are
nearly double the region’s average wage. As of 2022 Q1, the average wage in the Central New York region is $58,438. Micron employees
make an average salary of $109,000.

Additionally, the centerpiece of Micron’s growth strategy is to bring memory chip manufacturing back to the United States. “Today, only
2% of the world’s memory is made here in the U.S. But we are going to change that,” said Micron President and CEO Sanjay Mehrotra.
“The New York fab is central to Micron’s strategy to grow U.S. memory production to 10% of the global supply in the next decade and to

“It's simple: if you want the federal government to buy your products or services, you can’t use the kind of Chinese-made chips that put
our national security at risk,” said Schumer. “We need to make sure that the chips our government and economy rely on are built in places
like Syracuse and not by companies backed by adversaries like the Chinese Communist Party.”
Semiconductor technology is a critical part of our daily lives, with chips being crucial for everything from smartphones to appliances,
to cars and even tires. This technology is also crucial to military technology and critical domestic infrastructure. Currently, there are no
restrictions on federal procurement of chips produced by companies with direct ties to the Chinese government. The proposed addition to
the NDAA, identifies three companies, by name, whose chips would be limited from use in products purchased by the federal government.
This issue takes on added local and regional significance in Central New York as it's home to companies such as NexGen Power Systems,

Wolfspeed, and the announcement of Micron Technology’s planned $100 billion mega-fab facility in Clay, New York.

The New York State Empire State Development Corporation (ESD) recently launched its first- )

in-the-nation Seed Funding Grant Program. The program will ensure that small businesses that AT OF Ty, Development

opened shortly before or during the COVID-19 pandemic will have the funds to continue to operate
and grow in a still recovering New York state economy.

The new Seed Funding Grant Program provides flexible grants designed to support New York state early stage businesses, small and
micro-businesses and for-profit independent arts and cultural organizations that started operations on or after Sept. 1, 2018, and have
been operational for at least six months before an application is submitted. Applicants must have between $5,000 and $1 million in gross
receipts per year as reflected on their most recent federal business tax return.

Awards for eligible businesses are based on their 2020 or 2021 tax returns. Businesses with gross receipts ranging from $5,000 to
$49,999.99 can receive $5,000 per business. Businesses with $50,000 to $99,999.99 in gross receipts may be awarded $10,000 per
business. Businesses with $100,000 to $1 million in gross receipts will be awarded 10% of their gross receipts with a maximum grant
amount of $25,000 per business. Eligible applicants that have not yet filed a federal tax return can receive $5,000 per business. More

Habiba Boru, owner, Habiba’s Ethiopian Kitchen

A former refugee, Boru learned to cook while watching her role model — her mother — cook in a
Kenyan refugee camp while raising her family. Boru’s mother refused to follow the stereotypical
African woman'’s role. Instead, she modeled strong leadership qualities by cooking at Habiba’s
Hotel when others were afraid to step outside their comfort zone. Boru’s mother demonstrated that

leadership is “being each other’s role models; that motivating each other provides strength; that

listening to each other instills value; and that uplifting each other can make dreams come true.” Boru

demonstrates these leadership traits and more as she cooks with passion at her restaurant and provides for her children.

Somak Chattopadhyay, managing partner, Armory Square Ventures

An early-stage investor for more than 20 years, the traits Chattopadhyay values in a leader include
equanimity — never let the highs get too high and the lows get too low; be persistent; follow your
intuition; be creative; inspire people; focus on what you have control over to help manage uncertainty;
take asymmetric bets; think independently; and take care of one’s health. “l think it's extraordinarily
important to take care of one’s health. | think that for our entrepreneurs as well as our leaders. | think
about how valuable they are to our community and to our companies. We spend millions of dollars

taking care of our athletes, but we don’t spend enough time doing that with our leaders.”

Nancy Kern Eaton, president, United Way of Central New York

Eaton tries to implement daily what she has observed and been inspired by in great leaders. It all
started years ago with her father who said, “No matter what job you do, be the best at it that you can
possibly be.” Eaton believes great leaders learn from mistakes, have passion, love to hear others’
dreams and think about how they can work together to make important things happen. “Great leaders

value people above all else,” says Eaton. “They look for people with diverse life experiences, diverse

backgrounds, different points of view and create a space where people feel welcome and able to share
their ideas.” Eaton shared that great leaders recognize words matter and have tremendous power. When they are authentic, it invites
others to be authentic. Great leaders also express genuine gratitude and are specific in their praise. They bring smart people to their team

and help them grow. They are always willing to learn and take chances.

John Liddy, interim VP of Innovation & Entrepreneurship, CenterState CEQ

Liddy’s leading leadership lesson is, know yourself — make sure you are authentic and share that
with other people. One of his favorite questions is, “What are you optimizing for?” Whether it’s
organizationally or as individuals. Make sure to incent employees the way they want to be incented.
For manufacturers and retailers, put yourself in the customers’ shoes. If there are cultural differences,
recognize them and learn to understand them. Internally, he recommends starting staff meetings with,

“Who has an issue to bring up?” It helps employees feel valued and heard - it gives them a voice.

Liddy doesn’t believe in “shoulding” on people, “You should do this; you should do that. Instead,

provide staff with advice and coaching on how to make the decision. Don’t make it for them, empower them.”

Nikita Jankowski, president, Belesai Communications

An alum of Tuskegee University, a historically Black college university, Jankowski was influenced by
its founder Dr. Booker T. Washington and her parents who are successful engineers and excellent role
models. One of the most valuable lessons she learned was from her mother is how to pivot. “Knowing
when to pivot can take you to higher heights.” As Jankowski’s new company grows, she has taken

her mother’s advice and is pivoting to capitalize on different directions and new opportunities. She

recommends investing in people, daydreaming, and asking for what you want personally. Also ask
your team what they want, because you want to invest in them and make sure they have the tools they need to succeed. Jankowski says
questions such as, “Where do you see yourself? Where are you going? What do you want to do and how can | help you get there?” are
instrumental in providing good leadership. Jankowski’s closing advice, smile! “Smile and the whole world smiles with you. Frown and you

frown alone.”

H. Jason Terreri, AP, A.A.E, executive director, Syracuse Regional Airport Authority

Terreri’'s most important leadership lesson is to ask yourself, “Do you want to be happy, or do you -

want to be right?” Being right is dictating exactly what to do and not being open to other people’s

suggestions. Being right will get you the result you wanted, but your team will resent you and you will A,
never know what opportunities you missed. Being happy is setting the expectation and getting out of \
the way. Being happy is watching your team take ownership of a project and buying into your vision. @é'

By empowering your team, you create a space where innovation and creativity can thrive. Most times,

your team will come up with a better solution or deliverable than you expected. Being happy is reinforced when you hear your team say,
“Look at what we accomplished versus the project you gave me is done.” The hardest part for a leader is the willingness to give up control

knowing that you are ultimately responsible for the outcome.

Rich Uhlig, founder & CEO, Quadrant Biosciences

Uhlig’s key leadership lesson revolves around being “long-term greedy — resisting the opportunity
to make an outsized profit.” He learned this lesson early in his career and continues to apply it to his
work at Quadrant. Additional lessons from Uhlig include being gracious, courteous and respectful,
and empowering people to bring their ideas forward to be successful while providing them with the

resources they need to do so. Uhlig supports a culture where failures are encouraged. “Failure is a

steppingstone to ultimate success and people need to be comfortable in failing. We need to be able to

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THE RIPPLE IMPACT OF MICRON'S VALUES AND

It's been an incredible month for Central New York with the announcement that Micron Technology has decided to make this their next
home for growth. The announcement has been met with much deserved celebration and excitement, a presidential visit and widespread
support from community members and leaders. So many partners worked tirelessly to make this moment of opportunity happen.

Many reasons were shared as to why Micron picked “us.” A site. Our workforce. Industry leadership. Educational assets. But what is most
heartening is that Micron saw in us a common vision. The Central New York community and Micron are entering into a true partnership to
strive for greater economic opportunity for all, with shared values around diversity, equity and inclusion (DEI).

We are in a Micron moment and as a leader of color, I've
been reflecting on, when did the work for Micron begin? | imagine it began with someone’s idea. Or it began with the right collaborations
and partnerships coming together in recent years. Either way, I'm certain it started with a ripple.

Similarly, CEQ’s focus on racial equity and DEI started with a ripple. However, it also started with questions about where we want to be in
our journey to create a more equitable community. What would be our role? How could we have an impact? Those questions led to more
conversations, intentional reflection and now, we work every day toward shifts in behaviors for ourselves, and as we guide clients in DEI
work, that can help us progress toward change.

In addition, that ripple effect is seen across our history. So many leaders from our past chose to stand up for something, something that
pushed back on the status quo and turned a tide. We can see this across business and social movements, led by Madam C.J. Walker, Walt
Disney, Henry Ford, and Oprah. These individuals were business-minded leaders that economically transformed and empowered diverse
populations. As a community, we are the ones who have often been left out, and to think, through the lens of different perspectives or
cultures, about how to create inclusive opportunities.

As we welcomed Micron at the end of last month, | had the privilege of pulling together an amazing group of diverse influencers to meet
with the Micron team, to learn about their values and their vision. Their genuine interest in coming to the table, opening the door to answer
our questions and hear from so many diverse members of our community — from small business to the arts to agents of change in our
community — speaks volumes to their intentionality and partnership for the journey ahead.

And so, | leave you with this question, “What ripples are you going to make?” Micron has made it clear that equity and inclusion will
be blended into the fabric of what they do. They chose Syracuse because they want to make an impact in this community — not just for
some, but for as many diverse individuals as possible. What role does your organization plan in enhancing our community’s opportunity?
What does your commitment look like today? What has it looked like?

New York's Uncrewed Aircraft Systems Industry Achieves Key Milestone; State Investment Announced

The New York Uncrewed Aircraft Systems Test Site has secured approval from the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) to fly uncrewed
aircraft systems — commonly referred to as drones — beyond visual line of sight (BVLOS) across the entire 50 miles of airspace within
New York’s Drone Corridor. This flight authority gave
NUAIR the ability to fly a civilian drone from Syracuse
Hancock International Airport to Griffiss International
Airport in Rome, New York, without the need of visual
observers. The FAA designation helps unlock the full
potential and economic advantage of commercial
drone and advanced air mobility operations, including
cargo and passenger transport via uncrewed aircraft.

Gov. Kathy Hochul recently announced the state
will provide NUAIR with an additional $21 million in
CNY Rising Upstate Revitalization Initiative funding to
