We continued to 
mobilize expertise from local business leaders, collect 
public input on community challenges, and identify 
industry recovery needs through public- and private-
sector collaboration across the five-county region we 
proudly represent.

We highlight 
the highs and lows of the past year and offer 
inspiring glimpses of community spirit as we slowly 

begin to recover and rebuild together. We identify 
new challenges as well as innovative solutions and 
opportunities that have been identified for our 
rebuilding efforts. All while aiming to support our 
communities, businesses, and residents as they 
tirelessly work to convert this unprecedented crisis into 
an equally historic opportunity for greater resilience. 

As we move forward, we realize that change is 
inevitable. The global pandemic tested our resilience 
and pushed us to reimagine how we serve our 
communities.  While there is still a great deal of 
uncertainty, the CNYREDC, along with the rest of our 
community, remains fully dedicated to making sure 
our region has the resources and support necessary 
to adapt and recover.

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Executive Summary

The Regional Economic Development Councils 
reestablished by Governor Cuomo in 2011 transformed 
New York State’s traditional top-down approach 
to economic development, and replaced it with an 
innovative, bottom-up approach that empowered 
local stakeholders to create strategic priorities 
specific to our region. This model has been extremely 
effective, leading to unprecedented collaboration 

between partners within the regional economy, and 
has been important as we slowly begin the hard 
work of recovering from the COVID-19 pandemic. 
While many shortfalls in the regional economy were 
exposed during the last year, the foundations created 
through the REDC process are strong, providing the 
environment needed to begin building back stronger.

The purpose of this annual report is to evaluate our 
current regional strategy and propose changes as we 
move forward, including: 

1.  Examining our key regional priorities and the 
progress made to date;

2.  Discussing efforts to advance the statewide 
initiatives;

3. Assessing new challenges facing the region; and

4.  Providing an update to previously funded 
projects. 

The strategies and solutions proposed in the following 
pages will help direct the CNYREDC’s efforts in the 
coming months and years. It is our goal to ensure we 
build back a better economy, one that is more resilient 
to future disruptions and provides for the needs of all 
people in the region.

CNYREDC Regional Impact 
Prior to COVID-19, the CNY regional economy was 
experiencing its strongest growth in more than a 
decade. This growth and the success of the region did 
not happen by accident, but instead was the result 
of intentional investments proposed by our Regional 
Council and funded by New York State. Since its 
inception, the REDCs have invested over $6.9 billion 
to more than 8,300 projects; this includes nearly $1.1 
billion to Central New York, funding more than 850 
projects. 

These investments have had a tangible effect on our 
communities. The revitalizations of our downtowns, 
new businesses opening and expanding, and new 
talent and workforce being attracted to the region 
would not have been possible without the efforts of 
the CNYREDC. These benefits have been felt in each of 
the five counties that make up the CNY region: 

Cayuga County
Development in Cayuga County has continued, and 
many exciting projects are coming to fruition. Prior 
funded projects are wrapping up, including the 
expansions of Prison City Brewery and Page Trucking, 
construction of Rasa Spa at Inns of Aurora, and the 
Nick’s Ride facility and Café 108 at Auburn Public 
Theater funded in Auburn’s DRI. The reconstruction of 
the State Street bridge was also completed recently, 
including a pocket park overlooking the Owasco River. 
This development not only makes the area more 
attractive but is a critical part of the transportation 
infrastructure for businesses and residents alike. Other 
DRI projects are underway or getting started, so there 
is plenty of economic and business development to 
look forward to in Auburn and Cayuga County. 

Cortland County
Cortland County has been an important partner in the 
region’s ongoing work to manage and recover from 
the pandemic. Through business advocates like the 
Cortland County Business Development Corporation, 
the county’s efforts to share accurate and timely 
information to local employers was crucial to the 
community’s ability to weather the crisis. 

Meanwhile, public and private projects underwritten 
by the Downtown Revitalization Initiative continued 
to move forward positively. Planning and engineering 
for a major reconstruction of the city’s Main Street will 
lead to work beginning next spring, while the major 
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mixed-use redevelopment of a historic building on the 
street will now offer 12 high-end living units as well 
as quality first-floor commercial space. Other work 
for new public gathering spaces and art installations 
continue as the downtown district reinvents itself for 
coming generations.

Madison County
Despite the disruption of the COVID-19 pandemic, 
the Madison County IDA was able to show many 
accomplishments and to prove its resiliency during 
these unprecedented times. 

Completed in 2020
All Seasonings Ingredients executed on the construc-
tion of additional production and warehouse space 
as the company’s specialty spice, custom blending, 
and private labeling business experience continued 
growth. They will be adding 33,000 sq. ft., investing 
$2,600,000, and will create 10 jobs.

33 Rippleton, LLC/Meier’s Creek Brewery Company, 
has purchased the former Empire Farmstead Brewing 
Company in Cazenovia and has completed many facility 
changes, upgrades, and municipal infrastructure work. 
They have made a capital investment of $3,700,000 
and will create 40 full-time jobs within two years of 
opening.

 Cortland Area Chamber of Commerce
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 Ultra Dairy expansion, East Syracuse

To be completed in 2021
Superior Metals has begun the construction of a 
137,000 sq. ft. space, making a total investment of 
$56,000,000 and will create 84 full-time jobs. They 
will be manufacturing a metal alloy. 

Harden Plaza, LLC, proposes to redevelop the 
former Harden furniture warehouse into housing and 
commercial space featuring 28 luxury apartments. The 
owners will make a $3,800,000 capital investment 
and create 3 new full-time jobs.

In addition to the Harden Plaza project, there are 
multiple projects underway focusing on the workforce 
housing needs in the community. Our agency has 
already provided assistance infrastructure needed 
to advance the affordable housing project Hamilton 
Housing Initiative, Reimagine the Canals in Canastota 
will be building a dense pocket neighborhood in 
partnership with NYS, and there seems to be potential 
momentum for the redevelopment of the Hotel Oneida 
into a mixed-use property if financial assistance can 
be secured. 

Finally, there are numerous commercial-scale renew-
able energy projects that are eyeing our area or have 
already commenced construction. 

Onondaga County
In the midst of the pandemic, Onondaga County Exec-
utive, J. Ryan McMahon II attended a groundbreaking 
ceremony for Amazon, the online retail giant, now 
in CNY. The $350 million dollar project secured by 
County Executive McMahon and OCIDA produced over 
500 construction jobs for workers building the facility 
and will create over 1,000 additional permanent jobs 

once the facility opens for 24/7 operations in the Fall 
of 2021, making it one of the largest distribution ware-
houses in the world. The enormous building consists of 
a mezzanine level, four floors, and nearly 100 loading 
docks. In addition to Amazon, County Executive Ryan 
McMahon and OCIDA secured a $16.9 million project 
with Cryomech which will boast a 76,000 manufac-
turing facility; a $7 million project with Empire Polymer 
Solutions which completely renovated and trans-
formed the former Syroco site; and a $28.5 million and 
22,000 sq ft expansion at Ultra Dairy, which is part of 
the Byrne Dairy family of companies. 

Oswego County
During the COVID-19 pandemic, Oswego County has 
seen development and growth that will only accelerate 
as we come out of the COVID-19 pandemic. The City 
of Oswego saw unprecedented growth as many of 
the Downtown Revitalization Initiative projects were 
completed along the downtown waterfront bringing 
new residents and businesses alike and Oswego 
Health opened the new Lakeview Center for Mental 
Health and Wellness on the City’s near east side. The 
City of Fulton received good news from Lt. Governor 
Kathy Hochul when she recently came to announce 
that 17 projects were selected to receive the most 
recent round of DRI funding — which will be a catalyst 
to redevelop the former Nestle site, waterfront, health 
care and mixed-use development along the City’s east 
side downtown. 

The Oswego County IDA committed to more than 
doubling the size of the Oswego County Industrial Park 
in the Town of Schroeppel by acquiring approximately 
200 acres of prime industrially zoned property adjacent 


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to the park which will provide an ideal location for 
Oswego County to attract large projects and capitalize 
on other regional developments. The County is also 
working on strategically improving infrastructure 
completing a sewer project in the Town of Volney that 
will bring service to the Oswego County Airport and 
to the Airport Industrial Park. The County recognized 
significant commitments to expand solar renewable 
energy production, in 2020, 12 new projects investing 
$59M will produce nearly 39 MW of renewable energy. 
Despite the pandemic, 82 new/expanded/retained 
businesses were recorded, having an investment of 
over $76M and impacting over 350 jobs in the county.

Local small businesses have also shown their ability 
to adapt and pivot during the last year such as 
restaurants adding outdoor seating, retail stores 
adopting technology to service customers virtually, 
and tourism and hospitality businesses marketing 
locally for staycations and promoting local recreation 
opportunities. Many Oswego County businesses were 
able to weather the storm through innovation and 
adaptation which has set them up for future success as 
we come out of the worst of the pandemic.

Guiding the council’s efforts and decisions is this 
strategic plan. As the economy and its needs change, 
so do the priorities laid out in this document. This is the 
result of many regional stakeholders working towards 
one common goal: a more vibrant and inclusive 
Central New York. As the regional priorities change, 

they remain aligned with the three strategic goals 
established at the CNYREDC’s inception: 

1.  Strengthen Targeted Industry Concentrations
that Leverage Unique Economic Assets

2.  Improve Competitiveness in and Connections to
Regional, National and Global Economies

3.  Revitalize the Region’s Urban Cores, Main
Streets and Neighborhoods

Additionally, the council continues to ensure all 
projects put forth in the recommendations and report 
align with the four inter-connected strategic initiatives 
identified by New York State: 



Placemaking: Creating accessible job 
centers, sustainable infrastructure, and 
livable communities.

Workforce: Ensuring that jobs in high- 
paying, in-demand tradable sectors are 
filled in an equitable way through target-
ed job training and education.

Tradeable sectors: Targeting industry 
sectors that are part of a global market, 
including, but not limited to, manufac-
turing, agricultural products, and energy 
production to increase expert-based 
employment opportunities.

Innovation: Creating synergies between 
cutting-edge research and product 
commercialization to drive the economy 
forward.

While the region has made great progress in advancing 
our goals, we are still falling short in many areas. 
Specifically, in terms of environmental and economic 
justice, childcare and workforce development. We 
must do better to ensure that everyone in Central 
New York is sharing in the growth and benefits of the 
expanded economy. We also must continue to bring 
new voices to the table so that we are truly hearing 
from and representing all the differing demographics 
of our region.  Harden Plaza
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Strategic Update
As Round 11 begins, the CNYREDC and New York State are 
working to evaluate the effects of COVID-19 and prioritize 
areas that meet those needs. Many of our region’s 
toughest challenges existed before the pandemic and 
were priorities, however new challenges were exposed 
that need to be considered and prioritized moving 
forward. 

The CNY economy is complex with many different sectors. 
While the diverse nature of these sectors creates a 
stronger more resilient economy, the needs and solutions 
for those sectors may differ. As a result, we have identified 
six regional priorities for 2021: These include:

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Strategic Update

Since 2011, the CNYREDC has evaluated the strengths 
and needs of our regional economy and aligned our 
strategic plan accordingly. Prior to the COVID-19 
pandemic, Central New York was experiencing one 
of its strongest economic outlooks in decades. 
Unemployment was at record lows, wages and private 
sector jobs had been consistently increasing, and the 
region was seeing more tourists than ever before. 

As the region begins rebuilding from the pandemic, 
the CNYREDC is once again evaluating our strengths, 
but even more so, our needs and challenges as we 
build back a stronger, more resilient economy. This 
2021 Annual Report offers our priorities, including 
new areas of focus for the coming year. Specially, the 
council will prioritize:

Besides our strategic priorities, the CNYREDC also 
evaluated new challenges that we exposed due to 
COVID-19. This provided a unique opportunity to 
expand our focus areas and include sectors that 
struggled during the pandemic. Specifically, the new 
challenge sectors include: 

 Food Service

 Healthcare 

 Retail 

The strategic areas of priority laid out in this report 
will not only guide the council in where to invest 
new funding and resources, it will also be pivotal in 
directing the efforts of our workgroups. These efforts 
play a critical role in advising the council’s work and 
presenting not only the challenges our region faces 
but offering solutions to meet those challenges.
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	 Regional Priorities: Access to Economic Opportunity 

While Central New York had seen historic growth 
before the pandemic, these economic advantages 
were not felt in every community of our region. 
Even before COVID-19, the CNYREDC was dedicated 
to ensuring our underinvested populations were 
prioritized through job training, transportation, and 
intentional hiring practices. As we continue to rebuild 
in a post-pandemic world, these efforts are more 
important than ever to ensure everyone has access to 
opportunity and prosperity in the new economy. 

Overview of Progress Made 

As our regional economy has changed over the last 
ten years, so have the skills needed to fill new jobs 
created. Initiatives like Work Train, the Alliance for 
Economic Inclusion, and most recently Syracuse Build 
are providing the skills needed to fill those positions. 
With a look towards the future, and specifically the 
I-81 project, opportunities for good-paying jobs will 
be higher than ever. Thankfully, the actions over the 
last ten years have provided a blueprint to ensure the 
jobs are filled by those most in need from our local 
communities. 

Work Train Vehicle Access Program
Work Train, dedicated to addressing the challenge 
of un-and-underemployment in Central New York, 
relaunched a vehicle access program to enable workers 
to more easily purchase a car, which is essential to 
access jobs. 

Syracuse Build
Syracuse Build is a mayoral-led initiative to organize 
construction employers, unions and training providers 
to build a pipeline of local, skilled, diverse talent 
to work on large construction projects, including 
Interstate 81. Syracuse Build will provide the capacity 
to track the timing/demand of public projects; align 
multiple training programs against those projects; and 
coordinate community outreach to bring Syracuse 
residents into construction careers. 

CenterState CEO/Work Train worked with its partners 
to launch Pathways to Apprenticeship in June of 
2021. Pathways is providing paid training to Syracuse 
residents for construction careers and preparing 
them to enter union apprenticeship in the building 
trades. The target population is low-income Syracuse 
residents who are primarily people of color, women, 
and veterans and who are interested in working in the 
trades. CenterState CEO/Work Train is partnering with 
14 organizations to implement this program, including 
the Central-Northern NY Building and Construction 
Trades Council and six union apprenticeship programs 
to plan the training, as well as several community 
organizations to provide wraparound services.

Alliance for Economic Inclusion
Founded in 2017, the AEI is a group of 24 community 
leaders from the five counties of Central New York 
who represent the region’s diversity of government,

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business and academia and work to address economic 
opportunities and challenges identified by the 
community. 

In February of 2020, Governor Cuomo announced 
the Round 2 awardees including 39 projects totaling 
$16.3 million. The awarded projects cover a broad 
range of issues and can be broken into six categories: 
Early-Childhood Education, Transportation, Work-
force Development, Childcare, Building Generational 
Wealth, and Access to Startup Funding. More than half 
of the projects awarded focus on workforce develop-
ment which remains a significant barrier to moving 
people out of poverty. The region has jobs available 
but lacks a trained workforce to fill those jobs. Similar-
ly, studies show access to early childhood education 
leads to “sizeable benefits” in academic achievement, 
behavioral and emotional competencies, health and 
success in the labor market. Almost 20% of the proj-
ects awarded focus on early childhood education.

Broadband and Cellular Access 
In May 2019, the Syracuse City Council approved an 
agreement with Verizon to install approximately 
600 small cell towers to create a 5G data network 
throughout the City. The installation is beginning 
this summer/fall, enabling Syracuse to be among the 
first cities in the US with Citywide 5G connectivity. 
Funding for similar projects around the region will be 
critical to allow remote learning and work-from-home 
opportunities for all residents in Central New York.

Assessment of COVID-19 Related Challenges 

For many in our region, COVID-19 had life altering 
consequences in terms of work and their ability to find 
a job. Many positions were lost and will never come 
back, while others have dramatically changed needing 
new skills to be completed. The pandemic also shut 

down most in-person training opportunities meaning 
many of these positions remain unfilled. 

Aside from necessary skills, access to technology 
has created a gap in the workforce that needs to be 
addressed. As the world becomes more connected 
and digitized, lack of broadband and computer 
technologies will only further the divide, especially in 
our communities of color. We must prioritize broadband 
access to ensure everyone has equal opportunities to 
learn, work and connect. 

The pandemic also is opening new opportunities 
for work that before didn’t exist. The ability to work 
remotely could allow many individuals who lack 
transportation the potential to fill open positions.

Actions to Advance the Regional Priority 

Support the Syracuse Build Initiative
A significant focus of Syracuse Build is the construction 
of I-81, which is scheduled to commence in 2022. 
Conducting a more detailed labor market analysis over 
the course of the project and implementing training is 
necessary to fill specific skill gaps. Beyond the scope of 
I-81, Syracuse Build will also require additional funding 
to implement expanded work support strategies 
including childcare and transportation, as well as 
additional hard skills construction training.

Expand Investments in the Alliance for  
Economic Inclusion
Many businesses and organizations in poorer commu-
nities and communities of color have trouble accessing 
the necessary funds to implement crucial projects as-
sociated with childcare, transportation, early childhood 
education and neighborhood revitalization. Specially, 
we find this in traditional funding methods associated 
with loans, grants and tax credits. Grant funds made 
available through the Upstate Revitalization Initiative 
were meant to ease some of these restrictions by pro-
viding funding to these important projects upfront. 

Additional funding for the AEI initiative will allow 
greater access to capital for projects that can’t use tra-
ditional methods like the CFA. These types of projects 
will put needed funding into the hands of traditionally 
underinvested communities and organizations. They 
will also address many of the shortfalls of the econo-
my including childcare, transportation, and access to 
capital.

Ensure Access to Internet
As more jobs and schools are moving to virtual work 
and learning, many people in CNY do not have fast, 
reliable access to the internet. As the world continues 
to move in a virtual direction, it is vitally important to 
expand access to this critical infrastructure.

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	 Regional Priorities: Agriculture 

Agriculture and Agribusinesses remain one of the most 
important sectors of Central New York’s economy. 
From growing the food that we eat, to creating new 
technologies that make farming easier and more 
affordable, this industry continues its robust growth, 
contributing more than $53 billion annually to the local 
economy. As new challenges and opportunities arise, 
the CNYREDC will continue to prioritize our efforts to 
meet the changing environment. 

Overview of Progress Made 

Over the last few years, we have seen some exciting 
work happening in the agriculture space. Millions of 
dollars of investments have been made to dozens 
of different projects. These include the Grow NY 
Competition, Heritage Hill Brewery, Cayuga Milk 
Ingredients and more. These efforts are having a direct 
effect on our businesses and are causing others outside 
the region to notice as well. This is demonstrated by 
the Empire Farms Days, the largest farm exposition in 
the northeast, returning to Onondaga County for the 
first time in almost 30 years.

Agricultural Reflection
“ While the height of the pandemic was a struggle 

for businesses like Heritage Hill, we understood 

that the safety and health of our community 

were of utmost priority.  We aligned our service 

offerings to adapt to guidelines as mandated 

and took the opportunity to work on some of 

our bigger picture projects that we previously 

did not have the time and energy to address.  

As a result, in October 2020, we were thrilled to 

announce one of our biggest goals was met — the 

return of Empire Farm Days to Palladino Farms 

after 34 years. Empire Farm Days is the largest 

agriculture trade show in the Northeast and 

we are planning to make the event a week of 

agricultural activities and education right here 

in Pompey, including a tractor pull, large auction 

and skid steer rodeo. This three-day trade show 

will bring over 1,200 vendors from around the 

world, and approximately 25,000 visitors to the 

region to experience displays of farm equipment, 

services, products, and agricultural awareness. 

This event will bring a much-needed economic 

impact to the community, and we proudly look 

to it with a sense of optimism that life is slowly 

and safely returning to normal.”

Brewery, Onondaga County 
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Heritage Hill Brewing: Heritage Hill has become a 
destination for locals and tourists alike. Located in the 
rolling hills of Pompey, the brewery offers some of the 
best sites in the region, along with a great selection of 
home crafted beers and seltzers. The success of this 
brewery demonstrates how value-added agriculture 
can provide a stable source of income to many of our 
local farmers.

Cayuga Milk Ingredients: Cayuga Milk Ingredients 
continues to be one of the largest producers of dried 
milk in the world. They are currently in the midst of a 
$90 million expansion to install a new reverse osmosis 
filtration system, evaporator, and feed system to our 
current dryer. This will not only increase their capacity, 
but allow additional products to be produced. 

Grow NY Competition: As applications for year three 
are being processed, many of the year one and two 
winners are seeing great success. This competition 
is attracting innovative companies who are on the 
leading edge of the changing agribusiness economy. 
Continued investments in these companies put Central 
New York and the entire Grow NY region at the 
forefront of the exciting changes to come.

Assessment of COVID-19 Related Challenges 

Some sectors of the Agriculture industry avoided the 
economic decline caused by COIVD-19, however many 
did not. Particularly devastated were producers of 
dairy and vegetables whose main buyers are school 
systems and restaurants, all of whom shut down when 
the pandemic surged in the spring of 2020.

New York State is the fourth largest milk producer 
in the country, and the largest producer of yogurt, 
cottage cheese and sour cream. However, with their 
existing customers shut down, much of the milk and 
produce had to be dumped or thrown away. The launch 
of Nourish NY, an initiative that provided $25 million in 
funding to New York’s food banks to purchase dairy 
and produce products, along with the Coronavirus 
Food Assistance Program (CFAP) helped stabilize 
these producers, but more needs to be done to help 
this industry be more resilient in the face of future 
pandemics.

Assessing the challenges exposed by COVID-19 has 
allowed us to reevaluate our actions to advance this 
regional priority. Specifically, we must continue to in-
vest in technologies that will extend the shelf life of 
products produced in New York State. This will allow 
changes in markets if necessary or longer storage 
of products during disruptions to supply chains. We 
must also incentivize farmers to diversify their revenue 
streams. Businesses who had some form of value-add-
ed agriculture were able to better weather the pan-
demic as they had multiple revenue streams to rely on. 
Lastly, we must invest in local processing and creating 
new links in the middle of the food system

Actions to Advance the Regional Priority 

Invest in Technologies to Extend Shelf Life – Many 
New York State dairy manufacturing facilities have 
operated for more than 50 years and could benefit 
from an upgrade to include the development of longer 
shelf-life products. Local incentives that encourage the 
expansion of dairy processing manufacturing plants 
regionally allow continued growth of these products. 
By enhancing the shelf-life of dairy products, such as 
powders that also do not require refrigeration (another 
benefit), the distribution network and customer base 
also extends. Longer storage periods decrease the 
chances of disposal due to sudden market interruptions.

Diversify Revenue Streams
Many Central New York farms already take advantage 
of these strategies to diversify and stabilize their 

revenue streams. We believe that more farms in 
our region could avail themselves of value-added 
agriculture thereby stabilizing their own businesses 
and regional farming in general. Connecting farmers 
with Small Business Development Centers or other such 
establishments will help them reimagine their farms 
considering new realities. Once a farming business is 
established, local economic development agencies 
must be ready to help farmers access capital (grants, 
tax credits, loans) for their projects. Farming takes 
long hours that often don’t include the navigation of 
loan or grant applications. Assistance with navigating 
the nuances of applying could unlock the availability of 
capital that they might otherwise miss. 

Expand Local Processing and Supply Chains
Helping create more resilient supply chains begins 
with building the infrastructure. We should invest in 
distribution infrastructure to enhance existing facilities 
and new infrastructure for aggregation, storage, and 
distribution to serve the regional system. This involves 
public/private partnerships that link institutions and 
public agencies with distributors and producers. It 
is also important to build capacity and connections 
through public/private entities who can coordinate the 
aggregation and distribution of regionally produced 
foods. These organizations can also assist with 
marketing and branding, technical support, promoting 
preferential purchasing for local producers, and 
expand markets through direct consumer sales.

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	 Regional Priorities: Entrepreneurship 

Entrepreneurialism is a key element to a vibrant 
economic community. While many start-ups and 
businesses will fail to survive the crisis, the pandemic 
has also seen a rise in engagement to more or new 
entrepreneurial activity. Many established businesses 
are identifying ideas and pathways to help support 
efforts in combating the virus and pandemic related 
issues. Moreover, many individuals who have found 
themselves in lockdown have decided to pursue their 
ideas and turn them into concept and development. 
Continually inspired by this optimistic philosophy and 
the entrepreneurial and collaborative spirit each of our 
communities continues to foster for up-and-coming 
ideas and the hard-working folks who bring them to 
fruition, the CNYREDC will continue to support this 
dynamic and growing economy. 

Overview of Progress Made

The CNY entrepreneurship and innovation ecosystem 
continues in its efforts to identify and coordinate key 
resources for entrepreneurs and startups to accelerate 
their business development and help transition 
big ideas into big business and success, right here 
in Central New York. Below are a few examples of 
continued progress made in the entrepreneurial space 
throughout Central New York: 

The Syracuse Tech Garden: In 2020, despite the 
hardships stemming from the pandemic, 101 Tech 
Garden companies surveyed reported the creation 
of 411 new jobs, attracting $100M in follow-on 
funding, $54M in annual revenue, and $23M capital 
expenditures. This year, 2021, will begin a $16.5 million 
two-story expansion to its existing facility located in 
the heart of Downtown Syracuse. Upon completion, 
the facility will be 79,000 sq. ft., more than double its 
current space. Growth of the Tech Garden will allow for 
additional leasing space for growing businesses and 
provide more collaboration space for the incubator to 
foster even more growth and development of growing 
entrepreneurial businesses. 

GENIUS New York: GENIUS NY is the largest in-
residence business competition accelerator of its kind 
and throughout the world, the competition caters to 
business proposals in Unmanned Systems and Data 
to Decisions Applications. The program is housed at 
the Tech Garden in Downtown Syracuse and brings 
together some of the most promising startups to 
help shape the future of Central New York. Interest 
in GENIUS NY remained incredibly strong despite 

Entrepreneurship Reflection
“ Density’s ability to count people anonymously, 

accurately, and in real time was a game changer 

during the COVID-19 crisis. As companies 

were looking to evaluate space use and bring 

employees back to offices more safely, Density 

provided them critical insights to make the 

best decisions for their people and their 

organizations.

recruitment during the pandemic, with more than 
500 applications received. We are now but a few 
weeks away from announcing the 2021 GENIUS NY 
Semi-Finalists, and we anticipate having the strongest 
international showing to date.

The Microenterprise Program of Cayuga County:
spring 2021 CEDA piloted a Microenterprise program 
focused on assisting low to moderate-income (per 
HUD/CDBG guidelines) entrepreneurs and start-up 
companies, particularly MWBEs, veterans and single-
parent households. The pilot program focused on the 
city limits of Auburn, as the funding source dictated, 
and five entrepreneurs successfully completed a multi-
week educational program, mentoring, and pitches 
to receive seed funding for their businesses. The 
Microenterprise Program provided grants to five small 

 In 

businesses that completed the program. These small 
businesses represented local professional services: 
landscaping, residential painting, power washing, a 
music recording studio and event planning.

Actions to Advance the Regional Priority 

As we continue to weave our way out of the economic 
downturn resulting from the pandemic, the CNYREDC 
remains committed to the development and growth 
of entrepreneurs, as well as the regionally supported 
incubators that of which many of our entrepreneurs 
are currently supported and housed. Continuing pro-
gramming such as regional competitions, mentorship 
programs and accessibility to low interest capital re-
sources will allow for businesses to be guided from de-
velopment to idea to business launch stage, fostering 
economic growth right here in Central New York.

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	 Regional Priorities: Manufacturing 

The COVID-19 pandemic halted all manufacturing 
growth just as the sector was emerging from an 
18-month slump. Now, about one year after the world 
shut down, the manufacturing sector has adapted 
and begun the road to recovery after enduring 
massive disruption and transformation. As an industry 
that works primarily on-site in physical spaces and 
with employees in house building products, the 
manufacturing sector was hit particularly hard. 
Adapting processes to meet demands, making swift 
transitions to meet the new ways of doing things 
through technology, and enduring supply chain 
restrictions and workforce shortages were just a 
handful of the enormous challenges manufacturers 
have endured.

After one full year of crisis management, manufacturers 
have learned a lot about their capabilities and taken 
the opportunity to learn how to adapt and come out 
stronger. For example, remote work had never been 
standard practice or a serious consideration for 
manufacturers, but with this shift came the opportunity 
to see employees continue delivering results and see 
a different way to do business. Necessary protocols 
were taken to reduce person-to-person contact and 
to reduce the spread of COVID, for workers to remain 
safe. These comprehensive safety procedures also 
improved overall efficiency and workforce safety. The 
need to pivot to manufacture new products, including 
PPE, gave many local manufacturers the opportunity 
to see new potential product and revenue streams 
for their businesses moving forward. These many 
necessary adaptations have led many to evaluate how 
new processes, ways of working, and adaptability could 
determine new directions and potential opportunities 
for the industry sector.

Overview of Progress Made 

When the COVID-19 pandemic surged in New York 
State in early 2020, Governor Cuomo delivered an 
urgent call to regional manufacturers to immediately 
start producing Personal Protection Equipment (PPE). 
Central New York manufacturers responded quickly 
and adapted as necessary to ensure quality production 
of needed products and to keep employees healthy 
and safe. 

Leaders of MACNY, The Manufacturers Association of 
Central New York and a small group of manufacturing 
leaders met to form a consortium and outline a process 
of “Keeping People Safe and Factories Running” 

Manufacturing Reflection
“ The early stages of the pandemic forced our 

business into a partial shutdown. Our team 

needed to quickly find ways to keep our 

employees safe and socially distant, mitigate 

all supply chain challenges, and maintain 

manufacturing operations under this “new 

normal.”  As with the rest of the world, 

technology was relied upon heavily to manage 

productivity of the staff on site while enabling 

work to be done remotely and transitioning to 

this was initially a struggle. However, as time 

went on, the necessary technology and digital 

transformation of our day-to-day operations 

helped us create a more flexible, nimble and 

responsive manufacturing environment and I 

remain incredibly proud of our team’s ability to 

adapt so quickly. Moreover, the opportunity to 

address our operations, streamline processes 

and further automate manufacturing operations 

has made our business more efficient and better 

prepared for any future workplace challenges 

or shortages. While this past year was nothing 

short of challenging, we choose to grow from 

this experience and apply these lessons to make 

Air Innovations more resilient and stronger than 

ever before.”

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manufacturer’s pledge was developed, and hundreds 
of businesses were able to safely open for business, 
many of which adapted production to develop PPE. 
As a result, the region was able to see many facilities 
open and operating, as well as growth and expansion 
for a number of our local manufacturers. A few of our 
regional successes include: 

Cryomech: Cryomech’s new 76,000 sq. ft. manufac-
turing facility in DeWitt sits on a 14-acre parcel which 
will allow for future expansion. This new manufactur-
ing facility represents a major capital investment in 
CNY at approximately $16.9 million and will create 19 
jobs. Growing customer demand and increased pro-
duction capacity were the driving forces in the move 
to a new facility. Several jobs have been added and this 
expansion will allow Cryomech to solidify its position 
as a global leader in product development.

Empire Polymer Solutions: Empire Polymer Solutions 
will be developing the former Syroco site by renovating 
and operating the 205,000 sq ft. building in the Town 
of Van Buren. This project is expected to create 70 jobs 
within the next five years and a projected investment 
of $7 million. 

Ultra Dairy: Ultra Dairy, which is a part of the Byrne 
Dairy family of companies, is expanding in Onondaga 
County and creating 64 new full-time jobs with an 
approximate investment of $28.5 million. The Ultra 
Dairy is growing their aseptic processing capabilities 
by adding approximately 22,000 sq. ft. to its existing 
DeWitt facility.

Assessment of COVID-19 Related Challenges 

Challenges of manufacturers aligned with most of 
the other’s sectors: toeing the line between operating 
a profitable business, keeping employees safe and 
healthy, and adapting to the constantly changing 
guidelines for business operations to remain COVID 
complaint. The Manufacturers Association of Central 
New York worked with businesses throughout the 
pandemic identifying needs and concerns and 
working with Government to find ways to support the 
community sustaining manufacturers throughout the 
five-county region. Some of the top challenges that 
manufacturers faced include: 

Employee Health & Safety: Those manufacturers that 
continued their operation — and those that shut down 
and then reopened and returned to production — found

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they had to prepare for a lasting need to maintain 
enhanced hygiene and physical social distancing. As 
operations and the world slowly started to open, up- 
to-date information on safety measures and access to 
materials and resources for safe opening practices are 
necessary. 

Workforce: Prior to the pandemic, skilled workforce 
shortages were a top concern to manufacturers 
throughout the region. Good paying jobs were open, 
with few qualified candidates responding to help fill 
the shortage gap. Economic indicators already gauge 
that the number of employees required to fill open 
positions in high-tech careers across the state is higher 
than prior to the pandemic. Recent events provide a 
unique opportunity for employers in these sectors to 
recruit unemployed and underemployed individuals 
into these high-growth careers and positively impact 
their lives moving forward. Prior to COVID, 49% of New 
York State residents earned less than $20 per hour. As 
we emerge from COVID, access to careers in high-tech, 
high-demand jobs, such as advanced manufacturing, 
with an average salary of $71 thousand/year is more 
important than ever. COVID exposed the fragility of 
careers in industry sectors such as hospitality and food 
service. Conversely, high-tech fields are successfully 
emerging from the pandemic, while providing growing 
employment opportunities and skills-based training 
for their employees.

Supply chain: The COVID-19 pandemic has posed sig-
nificant challenges for supply chains globally. Multiple 
national lockdowns continue to slow or even temporar-
ily stop the flow of raw materials and finished goods, 
disrupting manufacturing as a result. The shortage of 
materials, in addition to the sharp increase in costs re-
maining a top concern for manufacturers as operations 
continue to open. 

Compliance: Manufacturers have cited compliance 
and followed the many regulations businesses have 
adhered to from multiple sources including, but not 
limited to, New State DOH, DOL, CDC, OSHA and WHO 
guidelines. Constantly changing regulations, both 
within New York State and across State lines, made it 
challenging for businesses to keep up and still main-
tain operations. 

Actions to Advance the Regional Priority 

Given the undisputed importance of connecting 
strong economic community prosperity to a robust 
manufacturing sector, the CNYREDC continues to seek 
projects and initiatives that support advanced-sector 
innovation and growth in manufacturing companies 
of all sizes, increasing and improving available 
resources to identify, train and produce a highly-

skilled workforce. It does this while making strong 
and strategic investments in critical areas that support 
strong export activity, supply chain density and 
accessibility, and continued sector-located ecosystem 
development. 

In addition to the support of strategic economic 
development projects, initiatives that help create a 
nimble business climate for manufacturers to operate 
in are also necessary. As we continue to adapt and 
recover from the COVID-19 crisis, manufacturers 
will continue to face uncertainty and challenges on 
numerous fronts. Businesses will need both immediate 
and long-term measures to be taken and addressed:

•  Prioritize workforce training models put in place 
to attract and retain talent; develop an adaptable, 
skilled workforce to continue supporting the 
constantly developing needs of our sector.

•  Continue financial support and incentives for 
state manufacturers as they adhere to State 
guidelines and continue to fully reopen their 
facilities and operations strategically and safely. 

•  Provide continued guidance and support to 
employers to ensure all updated safety and 
operational protocols are administered, including 
rapid COVID testing and accessibility to vaccines. 

•  Offer Flexibility in Workforce Management. The 
Department of Labor needs to continue adapting 
and relaxing rules surrounding operational 
schedules, allowing businesses to modify work 
schedules and shifts to allow for safe and efficient 
business operations to open and slowly ramp up 
operations. 

•  Support and encourage technological 
advancements. When the world shut down, 
manufacturers here and abroad were forced 
to adjust many of their typical operational 
procedures. Employees now working remotely, 
as well as the social distancing requirements and 
other workplaces requirements put in place, made 
for various operational and technological changes 
and advances in manufacturing. Because many 
promising state-led programs and tax incentives 
are contingent upon the number of jobs retained 
and added, we ask for considerations to be made 
to adjust these requirements to embrace many of 
the business decisions made to keep doors open 
and businesses operating. 

The CNYREDC continues its strong commitment to 
providing the state and region’s manufacturing sector 
with both the necessary resources and supported 
projects that will help this critical sector weather 
the storm, and slowly rebuild, recover, and continue 
creating world-class products and community 
sustaining jobs right here in our community.
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	 Regional Priorities: Tourism 

As we continue to adapt and recover from economic 
losses resulting from the pandemic, supporting the 
region’s coveted tourism industry remains a top 
CNYREDC priority. From festivals to State Fairs, retail 
shops to restaurants, wineries, hotels, museums, 
conventions and beyond, the negative impacts on 
tourism were swift, strong and hard-hitting. Shut 
down and stay home orders caused immediate and 
unprecedented effects on job and business losses 
throughout the region. The CNYREDC will continue 
its commitment to work with this critical sector, 
understand their evolving needs and help this 
community adapt, recover and come back stronger 
and more resilient than ever. 

Overview of Progress Made 

With the closure and cancellation of nearly all tourism 
attractions and planned events, the tourism industry 
was in almost immediate need of assistance, resource 
opportunities and action to get through the tough 
times. Because many of these businesses were not 
deemed essential, closures remained in effect and 
restrictions were made in order to adhere to safety 
guidelines that, while necessary, continued to stifle 
the abilities of these businesses to operate. New York 
State, the regions and even the specific tourism sector 
communities all came together in providing as many 
resources and helping hands as possible in order to 
help get back on track. A few examples of regional 
adaptations and successes include: 

Planning for the Future

The Visit Syracuse sales team worked with communi-
ty and event leaders to proactively reach out to event

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clients proposing postponement or rescheduling rath-

er than cancelling events outright. As a result, 2020 

resulted in a record year of future event bookings, 

scheduled to attract over 225k attendees to the region 

and create an estimated impact of $40M. 

Promotion of our Outdoor Venues

Regions such as Madison County, while also hit with 

devastating economic impacts, were able to take 

advantage of their natural outdoor tourist offerings 

earlier than most other sectors in tourism. Thanks to 

programs such as the State-led Roam the Empire, once 

outdoor destinations and activities were deemed safe, 

the County saw an actual increase in tourism in these 

areas, thanks in part to State initiated programs such 

as Roma the Empire. Widespread promotion attracted 

visitors to travel to Madison County and enjoy the 

biking, hiking, swimming, and camping resources all 

available in the community. 

The Film Industry Back in Action

During the early stages of the pandemic, the Syracuse 

Film Office worked to secure two additional Qualified 

Production Facilities, the Center and the Redhouse Arts 

Center, to allow for filming to resume safely. Working 

with industry partners, and the State, a plan was 

developed and executed to continue or begin filming, 

making the Syracuse region one of the first areas in the 

Nation to safely reopen filming for production. 

Wright’s Landing Marina Reopening 

On June 14, 2021, the new Wright’s Landing Marina 

opened to boaters and community members. Up-

grades included repairs and raising the docks, a new 

rainwater filtration system, new gift shop, marine fuel 

station, and others. These improvements were made 

possible by investments from New York State through 
the REDI grant initiative and the Consolidated Funding 
Application.

Assessment of COVID-19 Related Challenges 

Some sectors were able to come out of the pandemic 
only minimally unharmed, such as outdoor natural 
and rural destinations and attractions. However, for 
the remainder of the sectors, the economic hits were 
massive and are still being felt. Due to shutdowns 
and cancellations of events across the board, the 
hotel industry throughout the five-county region was 
completely decimated. Visit Syracuse reported that 
Onondaga County losses resulting from the pandemic 
forced 85% of the hotel industry workforce to be out of 
work. To put this in fiscal perspective, Room Occupancy 
Tax Collections were at $7 million in 2019, with 2020 
projections showing around $2.75 million, or a $4.25 
million dollar loss due to the pandemic. Moreover, 
Cayuga County reported that due to cancellations of 
events such as Sizzlin’ Summer Kickoff, Founder’s Day, 
TomatoFest, and the weekly Music on the Mall series, 
not only were hotels at 10% of their usual capacity, retail 
shops and restaurants reported massive losses due to 
lack of foot traffic, losing out on revenue generated 
from these popular events. 

Another devastating impact to the local economy was 
the cancellation of last year’s Great New York State 
Fair. Having become the nation’s third largest state fair 
in 2018, the Great NYS Fair typically attracts over 1.3M 
visitors from all over the state, Canada and beyond 
annually. This year, it was called off when COVID-19 
infection rates had abated in NYS while rising to 
record numbers in other states. While emotions are 
high thanks to the announcement of the return of 
the Fair this year, the ripple effect of the previous 
year’s cancellation continues to impact our regional 
economic stability and will continue for years to come.

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Actions to Advance the Regional Priority 

The crisis that is the COVID-19 pandemic and the 
economic turmoil that has come from it is slowly 
coming to an end, and now can be viewed as an 
opportunity to rethink tourism for the future. As we 
continue to work with the sector to slowly rebuild and 
recover, it is critical to collect and identify measures 
for both the short and long term that will help shape 
the regional tourism blueprint for tomorrow. In order 
to best assess the challenges remaining, consideration 
needs to address longer-term implications from the 
crisis, designing programs and services needed to 
support a stronger, more sustainable and resilient 
tourism economy for years to come. Some of the 
areas in need of continued assistance for the tourism 
community include: 

Continued funding and resource programs 
Of critical economic need to communities, businesses 
themselves must slowly and safely reopen, and then 
keep their operations open and running. Programs 
implemented during the crisis such as the City of 
Auburn’s Economic Recovery Support Program 
helped various food service and retail operations with 
resources needed to get over the hump, including 
local businesses Moonflower Macrons and the Octane 
Social House that had just opened their doors in early 
2020. To continue doing this effectively, businesses 
will need strategic community support programs to 
rebuild their operations, and help with basic costs 
(rent, utilities, payroll) that normally would require no 
outside support. 

Strategic tourism marketing campaigns 
Businesses now struggle with the necessities for 
opening their businesses; state assistance on broad 
outreach to attract immediate and future visitors to 
our communities will be an indispensable resource. 
Successful programs such as Syracuse’s Step-Out 
campaign, Put the U Back in Syracuse and Roam the 
Empire will continue to help the industry slowly regain 
their financial footing and continue to promote their 
offerings through cohesive and strategic marketing 

arms, extending to other parts of New York State and 
beyond. 

Funding and programs for businesses to 
secure PPE resources
The act of restarting will strain resources for many 
businesses. We hope to continue seeing grants and/
or other means available to small businesses, 501c6 
organizations, and minority/women-owned businesses 
to assist with the recovery process, while promoting 
diversity and sustainability. 

Continued Flexible Regulations and Mandates  
for Businesses
When abiding by state-mandated safety restrictions, 
many businesses lost their primary resources of 
revenue. The craft beverage industry (wineries, 
breweries and cideries) suffered due to tasting rooms 
being closed, retail businesses had inventory on their 
shelves with no foot traffic or customers to sell to, 
and restaurants found their facilities shut down and 
unable to serve their food in house. Continuing to work 
with these businesses and enabling them flexibility 
in mandates or regulations that might typically be in 
place such as employee shift restrictions, flexibility 
in capacities, and how businesses can serve alcoholic 
beverages allowed for businesses to weather through 
the storm and get creative in how they could find and 
serve their customers. Continued attention to the 
evolving needs is critical to the long-term sustainability 
of these businesses. 

While the outlook for the Central New York tourism 
sector remains highly uncertain, we continue to hold 
confidence in our resurgence thanks in part to our 
most valued asset: our people. We have witnessed 
community collaboration of epic proportions: business 
owners helping other business owners, residents 
collaborating to help support businesses as best they 
can, and community leaders stepping up to support 
the many twists and turns encountered by our 
business community throughout the entire pandemic. 
The CNYREDC looks forward to continuing to serve 
and support the needs of the tourism industry.

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	 Regional Priorities: Unmanned Aerial Systems (UAS) 

In 2015, Governor Cuomo jump-started the region’s 
growth and prominence in the UAS industry through 
the significant investments made in the 50-mile 
drone corridor, UAS jobs funds, and NUAIR. These 
investments have caused Central New York to lead 
the national dialogue in integrating unmanned aerial 
systems into the national airspace for commercial 
purposes. Further advancements in this technology 
and support from the CNYREDC will continue to make 
us a leader in this important industry. 

Overview of Progress Made 

NUAIR enhances security and reliability of  
New York’s 50-mile drone corridor
NUAIR is installing AURA Network Systems’ wireless 
network, which is customized specifically for the 
aviation industry and beyond the visual line of sight 
capabilities, enhancing the commercial capabilities of 
New York’s 50-Mile Drone Corridor. When pilots are 
flying drones beyond visual line of sight, they need 
real-time, reliable communications that ensure safe 
operations, and AURA provides that kind of reliability. 
NUAIR continues to pave the way for advanced, 
commercial drone operations, and AURA’s technology 
will help even more companies integrate economically 
viable and scalable drone operations.

NUAIR advances scalable and economically  
viable drone medical deliveries
NUAIR collaborated with SUNY Upstate Medical 
University and DroneUp to see how many medical 
deliveries they could do with a drone over the city of 
Syracuse. To prove that drone deliveries can be scalable 
and economically viable the team conducted medical 
deliveries in three different locations throughout 
Syracuse: hospital to lab, hospital to surgery center and 
pharmacy to a second hospital. 52 successful deliveries 
were conducted over a week, and the team was able 
to streamline the process, getting to about 5 deliveries 
an hour. Round trip for the longest run (hospital to lab) 
was one mile (1/2 a mile each way) and only took a 
total of seven minutes to takeoff, deliver the package, 
and return to the hospital.

NUAIR lays automation groundwork for  
high-density vertiports
Oneida County was awarded an $897,000 task order 
from NASA to develop a strategic plan that support’s 
NASA’s advanced air mobility (AAM) efforts. NUAIR 
manages the ongoing contact on behalf of Oneida 
County and the New York UAS Test Site, conducting

NUAIR continues 

to manage an $897,000 NASA contract awarded 

to Oneida County for the development of 

advanced air mobility and vertiport technology, 

laying the groundwork for the future of aviation 

and personal transport via unmanned aircraft.”

research in automation technology to support high-
density vertiport operations that facilitate the vertical 
takeoff and landing of large-scale unmanned aircraft 
across populated areas (“flying taxis”).

Assessment of COVID-19 Related Challenges 

NUAIR continued to thrive in 2020 and throughout 
the COVID-19 pandemic, including advanced 
drone deliveries of unused COVID-19 Test Kits and 
collaborating both in person and virtually on a major 
FAA project. NUAIR, The New York UAS Test Site and 
partners were able to continue UAS testing, projects 
and overall UAS advancement, continuing to draw 
business to Central New York.

NUAIR helps in the fight against COVID-19
In an attempt to help in the fight against COVID-19, 
NUAIR was part of the COVID-19 Humanitarian UAS 
(Unmanned Aircraft Systems) Response Partnership 
(CHURP). The CHURP team successfully transported 
unused COVID-19 test kits from one building to another 
on the SUNY Upstate Medical University Campus, 
showcasing quick, contactless deliveries using drones. 
The drone was able to safely fly across a populated 
area and make the delivery in about two minutes, a 
route that might take seven minutes by car. In a field 
where literally every second counts, this is a huge 
game-changer for the medical field. 

New York UAS test site completes biggest and most 
technologically complex operation in test site history
The New York UAS Test Site at Griffiss International 
Airport in Rome, New York completed phase two of 
the Federal Aviation Administration’s (FAA) unmanned 

aircraft traffic management pilot program (UPP). UPP 
Phase Two (UPP2) showcased capabilities and services 
that will support safe, high-density unmanned aircraft 
systems (UAS) or drone operations. The capabilities 
demonstrated included: remote identification services 
that will allow observers to identify nearby UAS, 
detect and avoid technology to prevent collisions, 
and public safety operations. More than 40 people 
from 13 different organizations came together, both 
physically and virtually, to complete the work outlined 
in UPP Phase Two. Three weeks of testing included 
over 100 live and simulated flights of both manned 
and unmanned aircraft. The UPP2 team reached their 
goal of high-density urban drone operations, with a 
peak density of 18 aircraft (15 live and 3 simulations) 
in the air at the same time, within 0.2 square miles 
of airspace over downtown Rome. Conducting these 
high-density airspace operations showcased the 
technologies and systems needed to create and 
implement an unmanned traffic management (UTM) 
system — a system needed for unlocking the full 
capabilities of drones for commercial applications like 
package delivery or medical supply drop-offs.

Actions to Advance the Regional Priority 

Construct a world leading Unmanned Aerial System 
Tra½C Management (UTM) corridor 
The highly advanced infrastructure and technology 
implemented throughout New York’s 50-mile UTM 
Corridor, coupled with years of advanced flights 
operations allowed NUAIR, the New York UAS Test 
Site and its partners to complete the biggest and most 
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technologically complex operation in test site history. 
More than 40 people from 13 different organizations 
from across the globe came to Griffiss International 
Airport or collaborated virtually to conduct this 
industry-changed endeavor. Three weeks of testing 
with over 100 live and simulated flights of both manned 
and unmanned aircraft resulted in a peak density of 18 
aircraft flying safely in the same airspace (0.2 square 
miles) over downtown Rome. This project showcased 
that New York’s UTM corridor has the technology and 
ability to monitor and track both manned and unmanned 
aircraft and that those aircraft have the technology to 
sense and avoid each other as well. The FAA, NASA 
and other industry stakeholders continue to select 
New York for major contracts and advancement needs 
because of the technology implemented throughout 
New York’s 50-mile UTM Corridor and our track record 
of safe advanced operations.

Establish a National Unmanned Aerial System 
Standardized Testing and Rating (NUSTAR) facility
NUAIR continues to head the National UAS 
Standardized Testing And Rating (NUSTAR) initiative. 
NUAIR is applying their team’s multifaceted research 
across the UAS spectrum, broad international 
engagement in standards development, knowledge of 
validated performance requirements, and deep flight 
test expertise to build NUSTAR as the “gold standard” 
for verification of conformity with government and 
industry standards. Under the NUSTAR umbrella, 
NUAIR has conducted five parachute standard 
validations, advancing the commercial drone delivery 
industry. Remote ID and Durability and Reliability 

standards are still being finalized and NUAIR is 
prepared to validate products to those standards as 
well. There currently is no physical facility dedicated 
to NUSTAR, NUAIR conducts standards validations at 
Griffiss International Airport.

Support UAS business development, growth,  
and innovation
NUAIR continues to work with SUNY Upstate Medical 
University on advancing the reality of safe, efficient 
medical drone deliveries across Syracuse and other 
urban areas. They successfully transported unused 
COVID-19 test kits from one building to another on 
the SUNY Campus, showcasing quick, contactless 
deliveries using drones. To prove that drone deliveries 
can be scalable and economically viable, NUAIR and 
SUNY Upstate Medical University also tested medical 
deliveries from a hospital to a lab, hospital to surgery 
center and pharmacy to hospital, conducting 52 
successful deliveries in a week, streamlining the process 
to about 5 deliveries an hour. NUAIR continues to work 
with and help state and local public safety organizations 
implement drones into their daily operations to help 
save time, money and lives. NUAIR has helped more 
than 25 agencies implement their drone programs 
and continues to partner with DRONERESPONDERS 
and the New York State Department of Homeland 
Security and Emergency Services to create trainings, 
operation manuals and events tailored specifically to 
public safety agencies. Over 3,500 flights have been 
conducted at the New York UAS Test Site, equating to 
over 850 total flight hours.

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Statewide Priorities 
Along with the six regional specific priorities detailed above, the CNYREDC will continue to focus its efforts 
on three statewide strategies. Childcare and workforce development which were areas of extreme concern 
before the pandemic remain critical focuses of the CNYREDC. Also, now more than ever we must address 
the serious effects of environmental and economic justice that have plagued our region for decades. 
Continuing to engage our workgroups and push for actionable items in these important areas must be a 
top priority in 2021. 

Statewide Priorities: Childcare 

Childcare is a multi-billion-dollar industry that employs 
tens of thousands of New Yorkers and affords parents 
the ability to work while their children are being cared 
for in a safe and healthy environment. Prior to the 
COVID-19 pandemic, childcare was already considered 
a multifaceted challenge with many implications for 
businesses and economic development. In 2019, the 
CNYREDC formed a Childcare Task Force, calling 
on experts and advocates from the five counties to 
identify the most pressing child care issues for the 
CNYREDC to focus on in the next year. After seeking 
community input, the preliminary findings outlined 
these major regional concerns: lack of available spaces 
in regulated child care programs, costs of childcare 
rivaling that of a college education and not feasible for 
families, shortages of skilled childcare providers due 
to low wages and lack of programs; and extremely low 
childcare wages due to child-to-adult ratios limiting 
revenue generation.

As we continue to weave our way through safely 
coming out of the pandemic, the CNYREDC remains 
committed to leaning on the recommendations of 
the Childcare Task Force and offering support to our 
childcare community as we begin to slowly rebuild and 
recover. 

Overview of Progress Made 

During the pandemic, childcare issues became 
even more glaring than ever before, and it is only 
worsening as businesses struggle to find employees, 
and employees struggle to find affordable quality 
childcare for the children to return. Childcare advocacy 
organizations that make up the CNY REDC Childcare 
Task Force continued to adapt and provide much-
needed support and services to the childcare industry 
and business in our communities, many of which 
remained open as essential businesses to support 
frontline workers through the pandemic. 

In May 2021, the CNYREDC Task Force reconvened 
to discuss the current childcare landscape and de-

termined the best strategic focus for the community 
and the future of the childcare industry was to address 
the overarching theme of workforce issues within the 
industry. These include finding available resources to 
allow for higher wages; more opportunities for training 
and apprenticeship-style programs to recruit childcare 
workers; and programs and resources for owners and 
operators of facilities to increase the number of quality 
programs and available slots for children.

Moreover, the regional task force was able to align 
the regional priorities with the recently released 
Statewide Childcare Task Force Report. The Statewide 
Child Care Task Force identified overarching childcare 
concerns Statewide and summarized the key findings 
and strategic focus to be four key areas: Childcare 
Affordability, Equitable Access to Childcare, High-
Quality Childcare and Coordinated Systems. The Task 
Force will continue to adapt and monitor the regional 
priorities and ensure they support the Statewide 
recommendations moving forward.

Assessment of COVID-19 Related Challenges 

The issues that make childcare a challenging business 

model normally were only exacerbated by impacts 

from COVID-19. The childcare system never really 

closed in our region, and throughout the pandemic 

was forced to adapt their models to meet the evolving 

demands of the school systems and the workforce. 

Despite keeping their doors open to accommodate 

the closure of schools, financial implications were 

significant on the industry, one that already runs on 

razor thin margins to begin with. For one, providers 

incurred significant additional costs to meet required 

COVID-related health and safety measures. At the 

same time, they had to operate at a diminished 

capacity and lower enrollment so they were operating 

with decreased revenue.

When schools started to reopen, many of them 
adopted a hybrid model to remain socially distance 
compliant. Childcare yet again was necessary but in 
need of adaptations to align with school schedules 
and the needs of working parents. When some schools 
then started opening to full capacity, the childcare 
industry was yet again asked to realign their childcare 
availability and space in order to accommodate, a 
struggle for all facilities that the Task Force met with. 

According to the Child Care and Development Council 
(A Division of Integrated Community Planning of 
Oswego County, Inc.) there were significant drops 
in capacity due to COVID-19 specifically in center-
based care and family and group family daycare. 
Additionally, several of the Oswego County school-age 
programs are not operational at all — most of those 
were displaced from their care site which was within 
school buildings.

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Many programs are still operating at a diminished 
capacity in accordance with CDC and NYS guidance 
for reduced numbers. The above numbers are 
reflective of registered/licensed capacity if programs 
are able to operate at full capacity. There are an 
additional 9 school age programs that still have an 
active registration, but are not currently open and 
operating. In addition, programs have indicated an 
inability to open additional classrooms/slots due to a 
lack of qualified staff and high staff turnover.

Actions to Advance the Regional Priority 

To ensure that childcare can continue to support the 
State needs as we slowly and strategically reopen 
our doors for business and get people back to work, 
support and services are needed from NYS:

Childcare Affordability
In addition to a lack of supply, in New York State the 
cost of childcare rivals the cost of a college education 
and consumes an extremely high percentage of family 
income. Many families have lost income due to the 
pandemic, and families with young school-age children 
are facing childcare costs they had not planned for. 
Families need help to afford childcare so they can go 
back to work. 

Offer Resources to Help Offset Operating Costs
Most childcare programs only rely on parent fees for 
revenue. Those parent fees must cover all overhead 
expenses, staffing, insurance, supplies, etc. Childcare 
programs operate on extremely thin margins with 
little room for a decrease in revenue. If capacity 
changes, or parents’ ability to pay changes, programs 

cannot maintain their appropriate staffing to operate. 
Likewise, parents are not able to pay higher rates to 
make up for the increased costs and lost revenue of 
a childcare program. In addition to funding allocated 
for childcare through the Federal CARES Act, REDC 
and other funding options must also be considered. 
Incentives such as subsidies in addition to parent 
fees to help the child care facilities offset the added 
costs they incurred would be helpful to the struggling 
industry.

Identifying Opportunities for Skilled  
Workforce Pipelines

Although the cost of care is high, child care wages are 
extremely low because the child-to-adult ratios limit the 
ability to generate revenue. As a result, the Childcare 
industry faces significant challenges in recruiting and 
retaining a high-quality workforce. Many employees 
who work for childcare centers are at or near the 
federal poverty line due to low wages. According to 
the US Bureau of Labor Statistics, the median wage 
for an early childcare worker is just $22,000. This low 
pay rate leads to high employee turnover which can 
reduce the number of children that can be cared for 
while complying with adult-to-child ratios regulations. 
Turnover is also costly to the child care center in terms 
of recruitment and on-boarding requirements, and it 
is detrimental to children’s development. The Child 
Care task Force remains committed to identifying and 
developing a regional workforce pipeline system that 
will allow students to enter the childcare workforce 
and continue on the path as a rewarding career.

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	 Statewide Priorities: Environmental and Economic Justice 

The issues caused by years of environmental and 
economic injustice overlap with many other socio-
economic issues like safe housing, access to clean 
water and healthy food, obesity, poverty, and many 
others. It is for this reason that our efforts cannot be 
in a vacuum, but rather a collective effort with those 
already doing great work in our community to mitigate 
and solve these issues. The CNYREDC is committed to 
working with those partners to address the environ-
mental disparities that exist, and create healthier, safer, 
more vibrant neighborhoods for everyone. 

Overview of Progress Made 

The CNYREDC has continued its work in creating an 
economic and environmental justice strategy for 
our region. This important work focused on many 
systemic inequities that exist throughout the region. 
For example, people who are lower income, women, 
and/or people of color or indigenous origin bear 
the pressure of environmental shortcomings and 
changes (i.e. access to lead mitigation or healthy food 
options) at a higher rate than others in our region. 
These communities disproportionately are affected 
by polluted air, contaminated water, and other 
environmental hazards. This is compounded by the 
fact that these communities do not have the resources 
to address these environmental issues.

As our regional strategy takes shape, state and federal 
programing is being made available to help alleviate 
some of the conditions created by these injustices. 

•  In January, the Department of Housing and Urban 
Development (HUD) announced $360 million for 
the Office of Lead Hazard Control and Healthy 
Homes, including $60 million for the Healthy 
Homes Program and $95 million for lead-based 
paint reductions. 

•  In April, Governor Cuomo announced the launch 
of the New York Clean Transportation Initiative.  
The program offers up to $85 million through 
three competitions for innovative global solutions 
to enhance clean transportation and mobility 
options and reduce harmful emissions across 
New York State with a focus on underserved 
communities. This includes $10 million for the 
“Clean Neighborhoods Challenge” for innovative 
projects that address air pollution reduction at 
scale in disadvantaged communities

•  In June, Governor Cuomo announced $34.2 million 
for clean water systems and local drinking water 
infrastructure projects. 

While these programs represent just a small portion 
of the overall effort needed to combat these systemic 
issues, the CNYREDC will continue to prioritize these 
efforts and support expanded programming to meet 
the needs of our communities.

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Assessment of COVID-19 Related Challenges 

COVID-19 not only demonstrated how serious the 
effects of systemic inequities are in our region but 
demonstrated the dire need to enact policies that 
intentionally address our environmental justice issues. 
Looking back, we found that these communities bore a 
disproportionate share of the COVID-19 related effects. 
Many worked in jobs that were considered essential and 
as a result were put at risk of exposure at a higher rate. 
These same individuals most likely had to ride public 
transportation to get to their job, further exposing 
them to possible infection. For those who were forced 
to stay home faced troubles of their own. Many of the 
homes they are living in have issues with lead paint, 
asbestos, or other environmental hazards. Also, lacking 
access to the internet meant remote learning was 
difficult if not impossible for many students. Ensuring 
that our children not only live in a healthy home but 
have access to basic technology is critical so learning 
gaps do not continue to widen. 

Actions to Advance the Regional Priority 

Expand Effective Programming That Already Exists 
Successful programs like the Green and Healthy Homes 
Initiative, Weatherization Assistance Program and the 
Green Jobs Green New York Energy Loan have proven 
effective tools to help people create healthier, greener 
homes. These programs need to continue to be funded 
and expanded making them more widely available. 

Increase Urban Green Space
Support Onondaga earth corps, support Tree City 
USA cities work, support and expand community 
garden networks. Increasing urban green space 
will help mitigate local air pollution including PM 
2.5 and enhance carbon sequestration capacity of 
communities.

Invest in Food Infrastructure

The ability to access healthy food due to food deserts 

and affordability is a serious problem leading to higher 

rates of heart disease, diabetes and high blood pressure. 

Infrastructure support to improve food security, 

including municipal food pantries (not just volunteer 

programs), and food processing infrastructure (food 

hubs, commercial kitchens for food prep/processing; 

food packaging and storage facilities) is vital to 

ensure everyone has access to safe and healthy food. 

We also need to support food cooperatives and our 

Black, Native, Latino/a farmers. This could include 

agricultural incentives for transitioning cropland from 

feed crops (or fuel crops) to food crops.

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	 Statewide Priorities: Workforce Development 

As our economy begins to recover from the effects of 
COVID-19, industries are struggling to find a workforce 
able to meet the demand for jobs. The need and 
ability to identify workforce talent has been a priority 
strategic initiative of the CNYREDC, well before the 
COVID-19 pandemic. As a result, our region’s recovery 
plan post-pandemic is fortunate to be bolstered by a 
robust and diverse workforce training portfolio. 

Overview of Progress Made 

As our region adapts and recovers, we will do so using 
our widely acclaimed programs and services that have 
helped thousands of displaced or transitioning workers 
find good jobs, right here in our region. We will identify 
and adapt our programs to fit the current needs, 
working side by side with industry and government to 
create the most effective platform to best prepare the 
workforce needs in the wake of the pandemic.

Where our region is fortunate in this latest challenge 
lies in our wealth of workforce development and 
skilled labor programs that we have proudly curated, 
implemented and expanded on in previous years. In 
2017, the CNYREDC created The Talent Task Force, with 
three top priority recommendations: 

•  Distinguish Central New York as a national leader 
in attracting, hiring, and retaining a diverse 
workforce

•  Accelerate tailored talent acquisition for the 
region’s leading growth industries

•  Unlock hidden pools of talent among 
nontraditional labor pools

Since its inception, the regional strategy has focused 
on the widely accepted approach of sector focused 
initiatives matching workers’ skills to the needs of any 
given industry and has done so through partnerships 
and community involvement. Additionally, our regional 
approach has focused on “career pathway” models, 
combining classroom training, real work experience 
and credential attainment as a successful and effective 
model for identifying, recruiting, educating and 
creating the region’s workforce talent for today and 
tomorrow. 

Assessment of COVID-19 Related Challenges 

To effectively restart the economy, local companies 
need to find appropriate candidates for their openings, 
and employees need to access and retain quality 
employment. The issues are complex and evolving 
rapidly. There are currently thousands of open jobs in 
the Syracuse area, but employees may be staying home 
to avoid COVID infection and/or to take care of family 
members. For low-income families, these are difficult 
choices between health and income; at the same time, 
companies are facing challenges to workplace safety 
and long-term sustainability. Overall, as the economy

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opens back up, unemployed individuals face many 
challenges in their effort to secure employment. 

As the business community starts to slowly adapt 
and begin opening their doors to both employees and 
doing business, we are starting to see jobs reopen. As 
a result of the pandemic, many businesses have taken 
this opportunity to rethink and adapt the way they do 
business, even as they begin to reopen and work in 
their facilities. They may look different than they did 
before, but jobs are starting to become more available, 
and there are many opportunities for matching workers 
who have found themselves out of work with new jobs, 
even if training or retraining is necessary.

As we begin our economic rebuild, our community 
needs to continue the skilled industry and government 
workforce collaboration we have built in the past 
few years. Government needs to put in place and 
support measures, skilled workforce training and 
apprenticeship programs that will identify, train and 
place our community’s displaced workers.

Actions to Advance the Regional Priority 

Increase Access to Job Openings
Jobseekers without consistent access to a computer or 
the internet may have difficulty finding and applying 
for job opportunities. Individuals who are newly 
unemployed may need support on resume writing, 
interview skills, or the most efficient ways to look for 
work. Employers may need to recruit differently, or 
highlight their opportunities in new ways, including 
explanations of COVID safety precautions at the 

workplace. While these needs are growing, in-person 
capacity in workforce organizations, computer centers 
and libraries is limited by COVID social distancing 
requirements.

Address the Apprenticeship Needs of Businesses 
Through the Manufacturers Intermediary 
Apprenticeship Program (MIAP)
In 2017, MACNY worked with business and Government 
to create the Manufacturers Alliance Intermediary 
Apprenticeship Program (NYSMIAP). This program 
came out of necessity: businesses were continuing to 
struggle with finding skilled workers to fill the many 
skilled labor. In the aftermath of the global pandemic, 
thousands of workers are finding themselves displaced, 
or out of work, due to layoffs, business closures or 
adapting how businesses are functioning. The MIAP 
program was built for a crisis of this magnitude. We will 
use our nationally acclaimed program to identify the 
current market and employer needs, and match those 
needs with ideal candidates, supporting throughout 
the entire training and retraining process.

Expand Transportation Options
Access to jobs in the Syracuse area is heavily depen-
dent on access to transportation. For example, some 
well-paying, entry-level manufacturing, logistics and 
construction jobs located in the outskirts of the city are 
not easily accessible by bus or may require a car. Both 
employers and community organizations consistently 
voice these concerns as a systemic barrier to re-em-
ployment.

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New Challenges 
The COVID-19 pandemic was one of the most life-
altering events we have seen in a century. People and 
businesses needed to quickly adapt to a changing 
landscape including learning remotely, working from 
home, shutting down businesses and wearing masks. 
These efforts were crucial to fighting the virus and 
saving lives. However, it also exposed weaknesses in 
our economy and has forced us to rethink many of 
our preconceived notions. Particularly hard hit were 
our healthcare, retail, and food service industries. 
Along with updating our regional priorities to meet the 
demands of a changing economy, the CNYREDC will 
focus its efforts to support these three industries as 
they begin to build back and help create strategies to 
make them more resilient to future disruptions to the 
economy.

Overview of COVID-19 Related Impacts 

At the beginning of 2020, COVID-19 hit New York State 
harder than any other state in the country. Positivity 
rates were at almost 50% with new cases surging to 
almost 20,000 at the start of 2021. Hospitalizations 
were averaging almost 19,000 a day and total patients 
in the ICU peaked at over 5,000. As the numbers 
increased, fears that we would run out of hospital beds 
and incubators became real. As a result, we were forced 
to drastically alter our ways of life including completely 
changing how our healthcare system operated, 

shutting down schools and places of business, and 
forcing people to remain home. While economically 
painful, this decision proved correct for our region as 
Central New York’s daily positive cases peaked just 
above 900 and hospitalizations stayed below 500 for 
the duration of the pandemic. 

While our infection rates stayed relatively low, the 
economy felt the harsh realities of the closures. 
Unemployment, which averaged 4.3% in 2019, soared 
to 16% in April of last year. Sales tax was down 6% from 
the same time in 2019, and some businesses who were 
forced to close were not able to reopen. Even today as 
we begin to return to some sense of normalcy, many 
people are still unable to return to work. Meanwhile, 
businesses are desperate to fill open positions. Bridging 
this divide, along with adapting to the new realities of 
a post-pandemic economy will be vital to creating the 
thriving regional economy we saw before COVID-19. 

And while many people and industries are still 
struggling, studies show that the foundations of our 
economy remain strong. According to Brookings, 
Syracuse and our region have further reason to be 
optimistic:

•  3.1% below national average for vulnerable jobs at 
16.4% of jobs

•  319th most vulnerable out of 380 MSAs for 
‘vulnerability ranking’

•  Median hourly wage of $19.48 is 2% above the 
national average of $19.14

• Broken down by Industry:

•  37.21% of our Hospitality jobs are vulnerable 
compared to 47% of hospitality jobs nation-wide

•  The share of healthcare jobs that are vulnerable 
is 16.93% in Syracuse which is lower than the 
national share of 18.7%

•  Highest number of vulnerable jobs by industry are: 
9,472 in retail, 9,401 in hospitality, and 7,425 in 
healthcare.

 Central New York has faced challenges before, and 
those challenges have taught us that our people and 
businesses are tough, gritty and always ready to work. 
The strong foundations of the regional economy laid 
before the pandemic will be the building blocks to 
an even stronger economy. Syracuse was recently 
named to two lists of best cities to live post-pandemic 
by Business Insider, including #21 of best cities in the

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Additional Strategic Priorities 

 Food Service 
Restaurants have experienced some of the greatest 
financial strains during COVID-19.

•  NY State regulations initially required all 
restaurants to shut down seating and service. 
Some restaurants seized the opportunity to offer 
take-out orders, including alcohol to-go.

•  When restaurants could offer outdoor seating, 
those with experience in outdoor dining (previous 
Sidewalk Café permits) were quick to set up tables 
and chairs outdoors.

�  Innovative steps included providing Curbside 
Pickup-only designated parking spaces, 
street closures for increased outdoor seating, 
and allowing sidewalk cafés to extend into 
neighboring ROW with written permission from 
adjacent property owners. 

As vaccination rates continue to rise, more people 
are beginning to frequent these establishments more 
often. Programs like matching gift cards from counties 
have been successful in stimulating cash flow into 
the economy. However, more work still needs to be 
done to prepare the industry for future disruptions. 
Continuation of policies like alcohol-to-go and 
expanded outdoor seating, should be considered to 
provide flexibility to this hard-hit industry. 

 Healthcare 
As with most industries, the pandemic cast a glaring 
light on the enormous challenges and unique 
opportunities for health systems as they worked 
tirelessly to care for our community. Similar to public 
health crises from year’s past, COVID-19 created an 
immediate need for healthcare to transition business 
models to become more resilient and more fluid in 

terms of operations. With high-risk individuals forced 
to stay home, healthcare providers needed to find new 
and innovative ways to address patient health care 
needs. Health systems suddenly found themselves in 
immediate need to modernize their digital capabilities 
and infrastructure to support remote work and allow 
patients to see their health care providers virtually 
from the safety of their own home. Throughout the 
pandemic, the healthcare industry had to find creative 
solutions to overcome new challenges-and fast, all 
while handling COVID sick patients. These included:

•  Utilizing new technologies and creative sourcing to 
acquire needed PPE;

•  Creating surge capacity by flexing space in the 
hospital;

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•  Finding new options for housing patients outside 
of hospitals; 

•  Sourcing multiple testing platforms to increase 
capacity, while using research to locally develop 
saliva-based tests; and 

•  Repurposing personnel to meet different daily 
needs, including sending staff downstate to assist 
in the hardest hit areas. 

Despite the challenges laid out for our healthcare 
workers, they continued to serve our communities day 
in and out, adapting and evolving each day. The way the 
healthcare industry quickly responded and adapted to 
this crisis is greatly appreciated by the CNYREDC. As 
we move forward, the CNYREDC remains grateful and 
fully committed to providing support and resources 
needed so our healthcare system is prepared for future 
pandemics and other major health crises. 

Retail
While office workers were able to shift relatively easily 
to a remote work environment, storefront businesses 
and those that rely on foot traffic did not fare as well. 
When the pandemic hit, only essential businesses could 
operate. This meant most businesses in the community 
were forced to close for a period of time.

• L osses impacted ability to purchase inventory for 

future shopping seasons: Revenue is generated 

during certain periods each year. Loss of revenues 

now leads to lack of capital availability for future 

inventory and challenges the ability to sustain 

operations and staff.

•  Retailers have been reluctant to take on additional 

debt, instead expressing need for equity (grants) 

sources.

•  Some retailers used the time to create an online 

presence and start the shift to online sales and 

delivery services. (e.g., Mixed Methods, a retail 

gift shop on Erie Boulevard in Hanover Square, 

instituted an online sales platform during the 

state-mandated shutdown).

As we rebuild our economy and reflect on the industries 

most affected by the pandemic, the CNYREDC will use 

the feedback to implement strategies ensuring these 

industries are more resilient in the future. This could 

include helping them access needed resources and 

support from the state and creating a workgroup to 

advise the council on the needs of the industry. 

Actions to Advance New Strategic Priorities 
Create Marketing Programs
Funding could be made available to market tourism 
opportunities within communities. These funds would 
support post-pandemic community emergence and 
sales tax generation.

•  Marketing Campaigns like the “Put the U Back in 
Syrac_se” — a partnership between the Downtown 
Committee of Syracuse, Mower, Onondaga County 
and the City of Syracuse raised awareness for 
how people could safely and responsibly return to 

their local businesses. It resulted in exceptionally 
high social media engagement, more than 300 
scavenger hunt participants, and businesses said 
it was just what the community needed to remind 
people of all that downtown Syracuse has to offer. 

•  Downtown Syracuse has also launched a 
‘Downtown is Open” campaign, funded through 
a $20,000 SEDCO Grant. This campaign focuses 
on visual cues to alert visitors to businesses that 
are open by offering free, customized “open”

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flags as well as offers Cooperative Marketing 
Dollars awarded to businesses that collaborate 
on promotions and events that draw people into 
downtown Syracuse.

Support Wayfinding and Activation of  
Public Spaces
• W ayfinding: funds to enhance a community’s 

“curb appeal” and support visitor friendliness 
by implementing comprehensive vehicular and 
pedestrian wayfinding programs to guide visitors 
to and between area destinations.

•  Activation of public spaces around businesses: 
café lighting, façade programs, banner programs 
to improve aesthetics. 
�  Downtown Committee of Syracuse’s Storefront 

Tips Guide provides a model for businesses to 
follow. This Guide was recognized in 2021 with 
an International Downtown Association Award 
of Excellence for response to the COVID 19 
pandemic. 

Prioritize Investment in Resilient Strategies
•	 �Consider more bike infrastructure if consumers are 

nervous about public transit.

•  Invest in unused retail spaces — are they Certified 
for Occupancy so they can be put in service 
immediately — by pop-up shops, retail ventures? If 
not, what resources/incentives are there to finish 
these spaces to at least “vanilla box” condition? 
Help alleviate vacancy and blight, as it can cast a 
shadow over otherwise vibrant areas/detract from 
reopened businesses.

�  Window wrap program: provides a uniform 
approach to address the debilitating appearance 
of vacant storefronts. 

�  Art in the windows: partner with local artists to 
activate vacant spaces

Invest in Strategic Planning Funds
Create opportunities for communities to reimagine 
how to use vacant/underutilized spaces that have 
been created as a result of the pandemic. For example, 
we know the world of retail will be changing. Perhaps 
a downtown organization or municipality would be 
eligible to apply for a “Retail Reimagining Planning 
Grant” and through this fund a series of initiatives 
would be developed (bulleted below), all of which 
would also require a capital investment. This fund 
would result in transformations of streets and COVID-
impacted communities because organizations would 
have the resources to be able to strategically plan for 
“what comes next” with an eye towards building a 
more resilient future.

• Window Wraps

• Arts in the Windows

•  Pop-Up Shops/Events being hosted in these 
vacant spaces

• Funding support to create vanilla box spaces

•  Use vacant spaces as an opportunity to address 
inequities of business owners

Agriculture is one of the most important sectors of 
our regional economy and the needs of our farm-
ers and agribusinesses are unique. The Agribusiness 
workgroup is tasked with understanding those unique 
needs and ensuring our priorities align to meet them. 
They also serve as a voice in the farming community 
for the CNYREDC, making them aware of the work we 
are doing and helping them access needed funding for 
their projects.

Alliance for Economic Inclusion 

Founded in 2017, the Alliance for Economic Inclusion 
(AEI) is a 24-member council representing all five 
counties in Central New York. $30 million from the CNY 
URI was allocated and has been awarded to support 
projects and strategies designed to ensure that region-
al economic growth translates into economic opportu-
nity within our distressed communities.

As the Central New York region begins to see a trans-
formation and revitalization in industries, infrastructure 
and cutting-edge technology, the high rates of poverty, 
especially amongst our minority communities, remains 
a priority that needs to be addressed. Estimates based 
on 2016 population data show 14.9% or 112,020 of CNY 
residents live in poverty (Cayuga, Cortland, Madison, 
Onondaga, and Oswego Counties). The poverty rate is 
significantly higher in more populated centers like the 
City of Syracuse. The AEI council continues its work 
to identify projects that look to address the systemic 
issues of poverty that face our region.

Public Engagement 
While COVID-19 limited much of our ability to directly 
connect with the community, the CNYREDC still found 
innovative ways to engage the public. Particularly ef-
fective was a community impact survey created for lo-
cal businesses to better understand their needs during 
the pandemic. The survey went live on August 24 and 
remained open until September 6. During those two 
weeks, 343 responses were collected. These responses 
were from all five counties and represented a diverse 
set of perspectives. Some key takeaways from the data 
include:

•  Just over 20% of respondents were business
owners.

�Of those that were business owners, 71.5% were 
aware of financial assistance programs like PPP, 
EIDL and the NY Loan Fund. 

�59% of these businesses applied for PPP, 13% 
applied for EIDL, and 39% did not apply for any 
of the funds. 

�In terms of employment, 34% of respondents had 
little or no impact, 42% had some impact, and 24% 
had a lot or were completely impacted.

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Immediate Concerns
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The CNYREDC plans to distribute a follow up survey to 
gauge additional needs in the post-pandemic economy 
and find ways to make our businesses more resilient to 
future disruptions. 

Additionally, public forums were held throughout the 
spring of 2021 to make community members aware of 
new funding opportunities through the Consolidated 
Funding Application. These included a mix of virtual 

and in person events, and were held in all five counties 
of the region. In total, seven forums were held with over 
100 participants taking part. We anticipate continued 
engagement through meetings and project site visits as 
the economy continues to reopen.
